e Inthe UK we have four seasons: spring,
summer, autumn and winter. Summer is the
hottest season and winter the coldest.

e Spring starts when the day and night are the
same length (usually 21t March). However,
many say that Spring starts on March 1°.,

e Insummer the longest day of the year is
around 21° June and in winter the shortest
day is usually 21°t December.

e When we have our summer, it is winter in the
southern hemisphere. When we have our
winter Australia has its summer.
