What I already know: 

In Unit 2, children will have looked at 

‘Who is Jewish, and how they live?’ and 

what it means to belong to a faith 

community. In Unit 3, Cycle A, children 

will have learned about significant events

Kosher in Hebrew means ‘proper or fit’. It is any 
food fit for consumption by Jewish people. The 
laws of Kosher define which foods a person can 
and cannot eat and how they should produce 
and handle certain foods. 
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
