Vision for the Primary PE and Sport Premium 

ALL pupils leaving primary school physically literate and with the knowledge, skills and motivation necessary to equip them for a healthy, active lifestyle and lifelong participation in 

physical activity and sport 

Objective:  

To achieve self-sustaining improvement in the quality of PE and sport in primary schools. It is important to emphasise that the focus of spending must lead to long lasting impact against the 

vision that will live on well beyond the Primary PE and Sport Premium funding.   

 

The school will see an improvement against the following 5 key indicators: 

1. the engagement of all pupils in regular physical activity – kick-starting healthy active lifestyles 

2. the profile of PE and sport being raised across the school as a tool for whole school improvement 

3. increased confidence, knowledge and skills of all staff in teaching PE and sport 

4. broader experience of a range of sports and activities offered to all pupils 

5. increased participation in competitive sport

Astroturf pitch on 
our school field is 
complete. Now we 
need to develop its 
use by the school 
and the wider 
community, 
purchase 
equipment and 
storage facilities. 

All year groups At Preston Primary we have 
completed a new exciting 
project. We converted our 
school field into an all-
weather, astro turf 2G pitch. 
This will have a big impact 
on school life for our 
children. This will enable us 
to run sporting events all 
year. Children will be able to 
play in this space every day, 
not just dry days. Our 
children will be able to play 
and compete against 
children from other schools. 
It will impact immediately 
and be a wonderful asset for 
the years to come.
