Holy Week The week leading up to Easter

Lent Lent is a period of time before Easter, where people traditionally give up
something.

Tuesday pancakes because this uses up the eggs, flour and milk in the house before
they fast.

Ash Many Christians have a special service in church, where ashes are marked on

Hosanna The Hebrew word meaning ‘save’.

Last Supper This was on Maundy Thursday and is when Jesus ate the Passover meal with
his disciples.

Good Friday This is the Friday before Easter and commemorates the execution of Jesus

through crucifixion.

Palm Sunday
